All Staff and Students belonging to a SPARC school are eligible to participate in this grant
program. Each month of the school year, one special grant will be awarded to a qualifying SPARC
school. The grant will consist of a $100.00 cash award (awarded to the school) to be used to fund a
Special Project. Almost any school sponsored event project can qualify for the grant, including but not
limited to: supplies for a special art project, reading materials for a lecture series, or equipment for a
community or school activity. The Special Projects possibilities are endless!

Applicants must submit a short statement describing the special project and this form to
Kenyatta Brame, Senior Vice President of SYSCO no later than the 15" of each month. Applicants
may submit only one Special Project Application per month for consideration. Special Project
Applications not selected will carry over to the next month.

The Selection Committee will use the following criteria to evaluate the Special Project
Applications: nature of project, how the project enhances education and how the projects benefits
students and/or community. Winners will be notified on or before the last day of each month. The
Selections Committee’s decisions are final.
